in this gesture. In 1998, the Spirit 
of Freedom was greeted by over 
700 Chicopee school children as it 
landed at Westover Air Force Base 
to celebrate the 50th anniversary 
of the Berlin Airlift. It was the 
first stop for the aircraft en route 
to Berlin for the anniversary. In 
all, the 15-month Berlin Airlift 
mission delivered 2.3 million tons 
of supplies via 277,569 flights 
logging 92 million miles! (See 
spiritoffreedom.org)

To me, there is nothing more 
exciting while attending a multi-
day fly-in than flying out on a side 
trip. With this year’s great weather, 
the opportunity to fly 90 miles 
due north to a private grass strip 
in Hammondsport, NY was not to 
be missed. Fred Cygan joined me 
in my PA-11 while John Weigel 
hitched a ride in Dick Parson’s new 
Legend J-3 Cub – on floats no less!

What was in Hammondsport? 
The Glenn H. Curtiss Museum is 
located at the southern tip of Keuka 
Lake of the infamous Finger Lakes 
chain and is just one mile from this 
strip. A total of eight planes flew 
in on Friday; their occupants were 
not only provided transportation to 
and from the museum but treated 
to a free cookout lunch as well! 

According to a plaque inside 
the museum, Glenn Curtiss was a 
self-taught mechanical genius who 
developed efficient, lightweight 
engines that first powered mo-
torcycles and later dirigibles and 
aircraft. Glenn founded his first 
company in 1902 to manufacture 
motorcycles and engines. In 1911 
he founded the Curtiss Aero-

plane Company. 
In 1929 the com-
pany combined 
with Wright Aero-
nautical Corpo-
ration to become 
Curtiss-Wright, 
the world’s larg-
est producer of air-
craft and engines.

It is literally 
a m a z i n g  w h a t 
Glenn Curtiss accomplished and 
the museum displays a vast array of 
it. Passing away in 1930 at only 52 
years of age, Curtiss was credited 
with over 500 inventions. One that 
caught my eye: Glenn’s V8-powered 
motorcycle, on which he became 
the fastest man in the world at 
136.36 MPH in 1907. It was hard to 
miss the 1914 Curtiss Wannamaker 
Flying Boat dubbed “America.” The 
first twin-engine aeroplane, it was 
designed for an attempt to cross the 
Atlantic. Built in Hammondsport 
and painted red for visibility, it was 
shipped to St. John’s, Newfoundland 
only to have the flight canceled due 
to World War I. 

In 1917, just one month after 
the US entered WWI, the Curtiss 
JN-4D “Jenny” was introduced. 
Over 6,000 were built by Curtiss 
and seven other manufacturers. 
The Jenny became the most famous 
airplane of WWI and continued as a 
trainer until 1927. Thousands were 
sold at surplus prices after the war, 
giving Americans affordable civilian 
aircraft, thereby creating a whole 
new era in American aviation.

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Near the Jenny was an orange-
colored aircraft. It had an unusual 
rounded fuselage constructed of 
cross-laminated spruce veneer 
strips molded over an assembly. 
Introduced in 1919 as the Curtiss 
Oriole, it was the first in a series 
named after various birds. Seating 
three, the pilot was positioned 
behind two passengers who sat 
in front. Powered by a 90-HP 
Curtiss OX-5 engine, the aircraft 
had a top speed of 85 MPH. Later 
models were equipped with a 160-
HP Curtiss C-6 engine complete 
with electric start, although the 
top speed was just 96 MPH. Even 
so, the Oriole won several speed 
and distance records at air meets 
and was the first plane to circle 
Pike’s Peak. Production of the 
Oriole ended in 1921. (Website: 
glennhcurtissmuseum.org)

Rounding out Sentimental 
Journey was the 25th Annual 
Awards Banquet, which sold out. 
Those attending received engraved 
glasses commemorating the
